Wild Salmon

Sockeye— Last week the flood gates
finally opened for Sockeye. This week
we will see product out of Cook Inlet,
Prince Williams Sound, Kodiak,
Resurrection Bay, Bristol Bay and
Southeast Alaska. Cook Inlet will be
the primary production region for the
next two weeks. These are some of the
highest quality fresh sockeye available
due to there proximity to the processing
plants and freight routes. Even the
Columbia River Bluebacks have shown
up in limited quantities. Look for
excellent availability and value for the
next couple weeks.

Chums— Product has been flowing out
of the Prince William Sound area for
the past couple weeks with quality
getting better by the week. The Yukon
River opened as scheduled and
continues to offer the finest quality
“ketas” available. This summer run
keta has an oil content comparable to
that of the Copper River sockeye or
king. Southeast Alaska production is
kicking into gear with the major catch
areas being Wrangell, Petersburg and
Ketchikan. In addition to Alaska,
Canada’s Nass region in also producing
high quality chums. The world
renowned Johnstone Straight chum
fishery has two openers scheduled for
Oct. 8"and 18. These are truly some

good. Weather has allowed boats to get Of the largest and nicest chums to make

out up and down the coast. Cods and
rocks will be strong out of Canada
while flats and soles primarily out of
the lower 48. Ling cod appears to be
the fish of the month with anticipated
large landing and attractive pricing.
There are excellent opportunities for
promotions for volume promotions.

Coho- Out of Alaska, Trolls are
showing up out of SE Alaska.

In the lower 48, the
Washington and Oregon troll oper has
concluded bring a fair quantity of 2/4

and 4/6 fish to the market. The lower
Columbia River is expected to have a
banner year offering another great
opportunity in early September.

Pinks— It's a pink year in Alaska.

Kings— Kings from most areas have
been plentiful for the past couple weeks
and providing the market a great value.
Bristol Bay is done for the year, but
Cook Inlet continues to produce some
very nice fish out of the Kenai region.
The Alaska troll opener closed July

10", but is expected to re-open soon.
Dropping south into Canada, the
Skeena and Bella Coola region have
been producing some premium net
caught monsters. In addition, the Nass
region has been kicking out some
“wheel’ caught kings, some of which
are the highest quality around. Summer
run Springers out the Columbia River
have been strong and huge, living up to
their nickname of “June Hogs”. Looks
like the natives will get one more
season extension this week, after that
we will see fish out of the Columbia
again in August. The Rogue river will
kick in after July 18, but we don’t
expect much fish based on the past few
years poor production. The Klamath
river is expecting almost twice the
volume as 08’, which will start up in
mid-August.




Halibut

Primary catch areas are
the Philippine’s, Fiji, Hawaii, Panama,
and Vietham. Sword has been plentiful Smelt
out of Costa Rica and Hawaii. Good
catches are coming in from Hawaii with
miscellaneous Blue Marlin, Spear fish,
Baracuda and Mon Chong (Big scale or
Sickle Pomfret).

Scallops

Landings are expected to be moderate
for the week. Area 2 is now closed due
to the Yellowtail Flounder quota being
caught. A good volume of U/10’s had
been coming out of Area 2, so look for
even fewer U/10’s available to the
market. 10/20’s represent 80% of the
landings right now with U-10's &

20/30’'s making up the remainder.
Quality is still dependant on areas
where scallops are being caught. Prices
have been bouncing around on all sizes.
U/10’s took a big bump at the end of
last week as demand is outstripping
supply. Demand in the domestic
market remains moderate; while the
international markets are steady.
